USF Legislative Internship Program

The USF Legislative Internship Program (LIP) offers to undergraduate students from a wide variety of majors the opportunity to work with elected officials from the region.  These officials—whether from Congress, the State Legislature, the County Commission or City Council—are actively involved in the solution of such regional issues as economic development, transportation, environmental protection, education, health, and social welfare.  Each student will be carefully matched with an elected official willing to provide a meaningful learning experience.  An on-campus supervisor will maintain regular contact with the student and the official to guarantee that the goals of both are being achieved. 

Each student will spend 9 hrs/week in the elected decision maker’s office, for which he/she will earn 2 credits (CEL 4942). In addition the academic foundation for the internship will be provided by a 2 credit weekly seminar (CEL 4910) that will meet on Thursdays from 4-5:50 PM (be sure to keep this time open in your schedule).  Thus, students will earn a total of 4 credits in the USF Legislative Internship Program.  

Students will be awarded a $250 USF Alumni Association Scholarship.
